2.  Task Order Title.  Software Asset Management

3.  Background.  Many organizations can benefit from the implementation of an effective software asset management program.  Gartner, for example, has concluded that many enterprises are over-licensed and that significant cost savings can be achieved by a stronger asset management approach.  With asset management, organizations can realize business or mission benefits in many areas:


a.  Improved Strategic Planning.  For many organizations, software assets are strategic resources.  Tighter management can also help you improve your strategic business planning, maximize financial resources, improve financial planning, avoid technology obsolescence, and improve long-term technology planning.


b.  Increased System Security, Reliability and Availability.  Non-standard, redundant, or unauthorized software complicates efforts to maintain system security, reliability, and availability.


c.  Reduced Deployment and Support Costs.  With software asset management, software support activity (e.g., installs, upgrades, changes) can be automatically identified, saving considerable time and reducing support requirements for IT staff and end users. Backup and recovery systems are easier to maintain with less-complex, standard software loads.


d.  Increased Staff Productivity.  By standardizing software products and versions, end-user training is reduced and interoperability is increased.  Information sharing and data exchange problems are reduced; thereby increasing end-user productivity and improving decision-making processes.


e.  Reduced Software Expenditures.  Several industry studies have concluded that most organizations overspend on software.  Cost savings can be realized in many areas, including reduction in the number of licenses, elimination of licenses that provide duplicate functionality, and increased leverage to qualify or negotiate volume license agreements.


f.  Ensured License Compliance.  Effective software management will help ensure that you are using properly licensed software and is in compliance with all volume and usage restrictions.

4.  Objectives.  The goal of the Enterprise Asset Management is to provide a single source for procurement, tracking, management, and deconfliction of CIFA assets.  Assets include commercial off-the-shelf software, enterprise license agreements, associated media, and freeware that comprise the CIFA NIPRNet, SIPRNet and JWICS desktop and server baseline.

5.  Scope.  Task Area 11 - Licensing and Support.  This SOW describes the product and service areas that must be supported by the Counterintelligence Field Activity (CIFA) in order to provide a consistent baseline of services to the desktop within the organization.  This SOW covers both procurement of assets and the management of them.

6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1  Task 1 - Asset Management.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Management of CIFA Assets.  The contractor shall provide services related to the management of CIFA assets.  These include the following:

· Compile a complete inventory of all CIFA software assets on all available networks (NIPRNet, SIPRNet, and JWICS).

· Compile all licensing information and agreements related to the enterprise asset inventory.

· Compile an inventory all commercial software deployed within the CIFA enterprise on both the server and desktop.  Information shall include version and patch level fielded, location, procurement history, and implementation information.

· Provide the PM information on the most recent version of software available when the CIFA baseline version is outdated

· Work with the current CIFA configuration management team to establish enterprise baseline and procedures for management of that baseline

· Establish a library with the Configuration Management team of all software available in the CIFA baseline.  Work with existing library when possible and ensure inventory is complete and current.

· Establish procedures for the procurement of new and updated software

· Provide reports to the PM and the CIFA Configuration Management Team on the inventory within the CIFA baseline.

· Automate the inventory process where possible.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - Asset Procurement and Sustainment.  The contractor shall procure commercial software as directed by the Program Manager/TM.  All procurement shall be done via funding from a CLIN separate from the CLIN for services/labor.  All purchases shall be done within the funding limit established on the procurement CLIN and shall be approved by the PM/TM before any commitment.  All purchases shall be property of CIFA and apply to the CIFA enterprise.  The contractor shall negotiate with the vendor for the best value of each procurement.  Value may not be based on cost alone.  In some cases, the PM/COR may provide guidance to provide more than one quote before commitment/decision.  Procurement may consist of a new purchase, Sustainment and maintenance of the current software owned by CIFA, or a combination of both.  In all cases, the contractor shall negotiate the best value with the vendor.  The list below comprises the CIFA enterprise software required by this contract at initial award.  This list is not the complete inventory of the enterprise but rather a Government estimate.  The contractor along with CIFA Government personnel shall refine and determine the final list.

Enterprise Asset Inventory.  The contractor shall deliver an Enterprise-wide inventory of all CIFA assets on all available networks.  The resulting inventory may be classified.  The inventory shall be kept up-to date and delivered to the PM/TM upon each update.  The PM/TM and contractor shall agree upon a format and delivery method.  Filenames of softcopy files shall contain the icod of data within the file.

Software.  The contractor shall deliver the PM/TM all software and licenses procured under set tasks stated within this SOW.  Delivery media shall be determined by the Government TM.

Monthly Status Reports.  The contractor shall provide a Monthly Progress Report within 10 days of the end of each reporting month.  The contractor shall provide monthly reports detailing funding, accomplishments, issues, concerns, accomplishments, and overall assessment of program’s progression and success.
7.  Place of Performance.  Place of performance will be at the contractor facility.  The contractor shall provide space for all personnel associated with the contract.  Facilities shall be accredited to the Secret level.  Task 2 will require frequent interface with CIFA and DoD personnel.  The contractor may be required to staff several positions located at CIFA.  Staffing at CIFA will be determined by the PM/TM.
8.  Period of Performance.  The period of performance is 365 calendar days (30 Sep 2004 - 29 Sep 2005).  All assets procured under this contract shall be considered Government property.  Agreements set forth between this contract and vendors shall be considered between CIFA and the vendor and shall not be bound by the period of performance of this task order.
