2.  Task Order Title.  Technical Support for Optimization Initiatives and Project Management

3.  Background.  The DISA, Center for Computing Services, Programs and Implementation Division (CD2) manages and directs the implementation of automated Information Systems (IS) and other designated programs for the Command at Defense Enterprise Computing Centers, Detachments, and Processing Elements. Provides planning and technical support for large-scale initiatives such as further consolidation, optimization and modernization. CD2 provides the planning and technical support for the implementation of special projects in support of the MVS, Unisys, Server, Communications Line-of-Business Managers and other Computing Services Program Offices (i.e., Chief Engineer CD5, Systems Support Office CD51, Operations Division CD3).  A further function of DISA Computing Services (CD2) is to provide program management support to special projects on a smaller scale and for shorter terms.
