2.  Task Order Title.  Global Command and Control System (GCCS) Family of Systems Integrator (FoSI) Support

3.  Background.  The GCCS Family of System Integrator (FoSI) Memorandum of Agreement signed in February 2002 established roles, responsibilities and policies for the GCCS Family of Systems (FoS) Systems Engineering and Integration Overseer (SE&I Overseer), Program Manager-Chief Engineer Steering Group (PM-CESG), GCCS FoSI, and Systems Engineering and Integration Working Group (SEIWG).  The GCCS FoS is comprised of the following programs: GCCS-Joint (GCCS-J), GCCS-Army (GCCS-A), GCCS-Maritime (GCCS-M) and GCCS-Air Force (GCCS-AF).  The FoSI MOA also includes the Common Operating Environment (COE) framework for interoperability.  The objectives of the FoSI are to:

· Coordinate development, integration, testing and fielding schedules across the GCCS FoS and the COE in order to effectively and efficiently provide joint C2 capability at the Strategic and Operational levels of warfare and interface to systems at the Tactical level.

· Minimize duplication of effort across GCCS FoS programs.

· Facilitate joint interoperability, compatibility and integration by providing early identification of issues, recommendations to resolve issues, and opportunities to facilitate convergence among GCCS FoS programs.

· Facilitate architectural implementation in compliance with applicable DoD directives, instructions and policy guidance.

The FoSI was established to provide continuous insight into FoS family members’ program and product milestones, fielding decisions and schedules and any FoS related issues.  The FoSI will conduct integration activities at the direction of the SE&I Overseer.

The GCCS FoS will evolve over the next 2-3 years from its current state of joint and Service variants to a single Joint C2 architecture and capabilities-based implementation comprised of mission capability packages and Service Applications.  The JC2 capabilities and applications will utilize the Global Information Grid (GIG) / Net-Centric Enterprise Services (NCES) infrastructure providing shared access to Service/Agency/joint data sources.

JC2 will extend its C2 interoperability to support secure information exchange with allied, coalition and non-DoD partners.

GCCS-J block V is a transformational block, providing three spiral releases over the FY04 through FY06 timeframe.  Block V will migrate to an “n-tier” architecture supporting dynamic infrastructure resources, thin browser-based clients, and enterprise services.  Block V web-based development will be pursued in close coordination with initial Global Information Grid Enterprise Services (GES) efforts to ease the transition to GES services when they become available.  This transition will posture GCCS-J for the migration to the Joint C2 (JC2) capability in the FY06 timeframe.  The JC2 ORD, Approved by JRCOM 167-03 calls for the GCCS FoS to converge onto a single joint architecture by the end of JC2 Block I.  In order to achieve a transformation of that magnitude, definition of that architecture must begin during Block V.  The joint community must lead this definition and leverage forums that have been established to bring the GCCS FoS closer together.  These forums include  the Program Manager- Chief Engineer Steering Group (PM-CESG) and the Systems Engineering & Integration Working Group (PM-SE&IWG).

4.  Objectives.  The GCCS Family of Systems Integrator (FoSI) is charged with supporting integration efforts amongst the GCCS FoS at the direction of the SE&I Overseer and helping to ensure a successful transition from GCCS to JC2.  Working with the Services/Agencies on a unified transition approach and establishing the necessary management framework will be essential to achieving JC2 Initial Operational Capability (IOC).

5.  Scope.  The scope of this effort falls within:

· Task Area 1 - Task Order Management
· Task Area 2 - GCCS FoS System Engineering and Integration (SE&I) Overseer Activities
· Task Area 3 - Information Analysis Support to the Family of Systems Integrator
· Task Area 4 - Information Technology Services
· Task Area 5 - LSI for Joint WebCOP
· Task Area 6 - Shared Software and Information Services Management
6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1 Task 1 - Task Order Management.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Integration Management Control Planning.  The contractor shall provide the technical and functional activities as required for integration of all tasks specified within this SOW.  The contractor shall include productivity and management methods such as quality assurance, progress/status reporting and program reviews.  The contractor shall provide the centralized administrative, clerical, documentation and related functions.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - Task Order Management.  The contractor shall prepare a Task Order Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution. 6.2  Task 2 - GCCS FoS System Engineering and Integration (SE&I) Overseer Activities.
6.2.1  Subtask 1 - Oversight Efforts.  Providing oversight to GCCS FoS integration activities entails working with DISA’s FoSI to monitor and coordinate activities across FoS Program Offices to ensure synchronization among all FoS members.  Additionally, the contractor shall perform technical and programmatic assessments, as required, for FoSI identified issues and prepare recommendations for review by the PM-CESG.

6.2.2  Subtask 2 - Coordination With the Family of Interoperable Operating Pictures (FIOP) Multi-Service Management Team (MSMT).  Provide coordination between the PM-CESG and the Family of Interoperable Operating Pictures (FIOP) Multi-Service Management Team (MSMT), as required, to ensure close cooperation among the FoS SE&I Overseer, the PM/CESG, and the MSMT.  As the FoS members are the primary consumers of FIOP developed components, the contractor shall ensure that appropriate synchronization of FIOP and FoS development efforts is being addressed.

6.2.3  Subtask 3 - FoSI planning and Issue Resolution Efforts.  Provide coordination assistance between the PM-CESG representatives, especially in the area of joint interoperability of the GCCS versions built on COE version 4.x, and the path to the new GiG Enterprise Services and JC2. Support development of a multi service/agency roadmap that outlines the transition from GCCS to JC2.

6.2.5  Subtask 5 - Coordination with the PEO Interchange.  Coordinate with the PEO Interchange, specifically focused on interoperability issues that need to be resolved as part of the process and culmination of the transition of the GCCS FoS to JC2.

6.3  Task 3 - Integration Analysis Support to the Family of Systems Integrator.
6.3.1  Subtask 3.1 - GCCS FoS PM-CESG Review and Technical Support.  Contractor shall provide technical support for regularly scheduled and ad hoc GCCS PM-CESG meetings.  Meeting support is required to assist the FoSI in managing the GCCS FoSI product review process.

Meeting Support.  Contractor shall assist the FoSI in providing meeting coordination and support activities for the meetings, including attendee coordination, room setup, briefer support, logistics support, audio and video teleconference support, and recording/coordinating the status of action items. 6.5  Task 5 - Joint WebCOP (JWC) Lead Systems Integrator (LSI).
· The LSI will administer the JWC project repository. The LSI will manage user accounts, mailing lists, and project resources such as source code and documentation. The LSI will maintain a bug report database. 

· The LSI will also create and maintain the JWC Collabnet Site.

· The LSI will develop written guidelines for several aspects of the project. The LSI will develop coding guidelines that describe source code formatting rules, unit test requirements, code documentation standards, and automated build procedures. The LSI will write a guide explaining the source code and documentation submission procedures for acceptance into the baseline. And the LSI will write a guide for third party developers that explains how they can make their data services JWC compliant.

· The LSI will review all code, documentation, and training materials submitted by Service and DISA contractors for compliance with the established guidelines before it is admitted into the repository.  Software contributors are responsible for conducting unit level functional, compliance and security testing of the components they are delivering.  The LSI will audit unit level test plans/results and perform integration testing on all code submitted by the Service contractors. The LSI will also perform periodic load testing of the JWC software in order to provide scaling and performance metrics to programs using the integrated capabilities.  The LSI will perform all of this work in close coordination with the GCCS FoS SE&IWG to ensure synchronization of JWC with its targeted environments.

· The LSI will write guidelines for data service consumer and data service provider components. These guidelines should describe the interfaces all such components must implement in order to function correctly in the Joint WebCOP.

· The LSI will develop a JWC release schedule.  The LSI will package and release binary versions of the JWC along with required documentation according to that schedule.

· The LSI will package the final release of the JWC. The JWC will be COE level 7 compliant.

6.6  Task 6 - Shared Software and Information Services Management.  A critical activity that is required to achieve the objectives articulated of the FoSI is the establishment and maintenance of a combined joint baseline of all interfaces, segments, applications, and information services that are utilized, produced within and shared across the GCCS FoS, both in current baselines (3.x and 4.x) and also in the projected configurations that will evolve to a JC2 result.  This unified activity is necessary in order to form the basis for technical management (interoperability across systems etc) and also programmatic management (ownership and sustainment of shared software that others depend upon).  In addition, this information is required to establish a realistic baseline/starting point for structured/disciplined evolution of current capability to a JC2 implementation.  As the GCCS FoS moves from platform-oriented application-based implementations to web-centric shared information services, the need for complete and accurate management of these services becomes even more important.  In support of these requirements, the contractor shall:


a.  Establish and maintain a complete list of applications/segments used across the GCCS FoS, indicating:

· Lead sustainment organization and POC(s)
