2.  Order Title:  C4I Modeling, Simulation and Assessment (MS&A) Support to the Commander-in-Chief (CINCs)
3.  Background: The CINC and Field Office Support Division (D82) will provide on-site GCCS-K backbone network utilization study, vulnerability assessment, and brief the findings to CFC/USFK J6 during the three major exercises (Foal Eagle, RSO&I, and UFL).
