2.  Order Title: Technical Training Instructor Support
3.  Background: 

The Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) Information Assurance Program Management Office (IPMO) has the mission to promote standardized DOD information assurance (IA) education, training, and awareness (ETA) throughout the Department.  In addition, IPMO is to support development of an IA career program within the DOD. The purpose of this task is to obtain contractor instructors to support  IA ETA technical training to CINCs and other customers DOD-wide.  Elements of the overall program are incorporated in the specific tasks and sub-tasks outlined in Section 6 below. These tasks are consistent with the IPMO’s DOD-wide mission, with the DISA Corporate Plan, and with the DISA IA Program Plan.

The mission of DISA’s IA Education, Training, Awareness and Products Branch  (D253) is to develop products and provide analytic support to implement the DoD-wide IA ETA program. The program consists of three elements: computer, web and classroom-based training and awareness product development; professionalization support; and training and awareness dissemination. 

The overall program provides 

· Development and dissemination of IA distributive computer and web-based training (CBT/WBT) products and traditional classroom training and awareness courseware -- supporting DOD-wide system administrator/user certification -- and thereby increasing the Department’s overall ability to operate and maintain secure information systems and networks. 

· Courseware evaluations, certification standards and criteria, certification performance-based and tradi  

        tional tests, and databases to support implementation of the DOD IA personnel certification program. 

· Traditional classroom IA training of DOD IA courses for IA professionals, managers and users via 

        mobile training teams. 

· Awareness products for managers, IA professionals and users regarding IA related threats, issues and 

       emerging developments.

· ETA products supporting DOD-wide system administrator/user certification. 

· DOD level training for IA professionals, managers and users.

The DOD IA ETA program is essential to provide training courseware and awareness products for system administrators, ISSOs/ISSMs, and other IA personnel and users, whom otherwise would not receive training due to the inability of DOD classrooms to accommodate the demand. Training is built to national and DOD IA training standards, where they exist. 

4.  Objectives:. The specific objective of this task is to acquire two full time equivalent technical instructors to teach IPMO’s hands on UNIX and Windows NT security courses at remote locations in CONUS and OCONUS, and to support the update of the course content. 

5.  Scope:

This task will provide the technical instruction necessary to provide Level II IA training to system administrators and ISSOs.

6. Specific Tasks:  
6.1  Task 1 - Contract-Level and TO Management 

6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Integration Management Control Planning. 

The contractor shall provide the technical (task order level) and functional activities at the Contract Level needed for the Program Management of this SOW. Include productivity and management methods, such as Quality Assurance, Progress/status reporting, and Program Reviews at the Contract and Task Order (TO) level. Provide the centralized administrative, clerical, documentation and related functions. The contractor shall host a Technical Interchange Meeting (TIM) to ensure a common understanding between the contractor and the Government on the TO requirements.  The contractor shall describe the technical approach and the organizational resources and management controls to meet the cost, performance, and schedule requirements through out the period of performance.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - TO Management. 

The contractor shall prepare a TO Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance, and schedule requirements throughout TO execution.  The contractor shall provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, progress/status reporting and program reviews applied to the TO. The plan will include the description of management controls, key activity milestone, deliverables, schedules, assumptions, and other relevant information. The contractor shall not commence the Task 2 effort until the POA is approved by the Government.

6.2 Task 2 IA Instructor Support.

The contractor shall provide up to 2.5 full time instructor equivalents (FTEs). The instructors must be experienced trainers with subject matter expertise in the operating system they will teach, and a demonstrated track record providing hands on UNIX and Windows NT security courses. Instructors will deliver IPMO’s UNIX and Windows NT Security classroom training to various DOD locations. For planning purposes, each of two five 5-day courses will be delivered twice at each CINC HQ location and at least once to sites in Guam, Japan and Korea. The specific schedule of courses is to be determined.  The contractor shall ensure the continuity of instructors for the duration of the task. Instructors are considered key personnel and shall be approved by the government prior to teaching. Instructors must have current operational experience in the operating system they are instructing, up to date on real world situations and problems encountered by system administrators in military and civilian environments. The instructors must maintain an above average rating on student course evaluations. The instructor shall submit an after action report within 5 days after the end of each course. In close coordination with the government, the contractor shall update the course instructor lesson plans and student course guides. The update will be based on their experience teaching the courses (reflected in instructor after action reports), and on student evaluations and other relevant feedback from customers and input from DOD subject matter experts. The update will be accomplished at a point in during the period of performance to be determined by the government.  Depending on demand and CINC/DOD feedback, the update of the Windows NT course may entail moving the course to the next release of Windows.  It is anticipated, for planning purposes, that instructors may be on the platform up to 70%-80% of the time, and that situations may arise when more than one session of each course must be scheduled at the same time, at different locations.

Classroom locations will be identified by the government, and normally will be at government sites.  Master copies of student materials will be provided by the government. The contractor shall be responsible for making sufficient copies of the student materials and shipping them, and the IPMO’s mobile classroom(s), to the training site.

7.1  Primary place of performance.  The contractor shall perform the work for this task at the Contractor’s facility when not delivering the courses at government locations worldwide.

Ssignificant short-term (1-14 days) CONUS/OCONUS travel is required to conduct training classes.
