2.  Order Title:  Joint Reserves Virtual Information Operation Support
3. Background:  DEPSECDEF approved the Joint Web Risk Assessment Cell 

(JWRAC) CONOPS on 12 Feb 1999.  DEPSECDEF directed ASD/RA and CJCS to develop and implement a Reserve Component-manned cell to perform OPSEC and threat assessments of DOD Web Sites.  IO, as defined in Joint Pub 3-13, Information Operations, are actions taken to affect adversary information and information systems while defending one’s own information and information systems.  IO can be viewed as having four functional areas: electronic warfare (EW), computer network operations (CNO), information protection, and perception management.  The study determined that JRVIOs could virtually support (remote or reach back support) all IO and related activities with the exceptions of: physical destruction, physical security, counter-deception, counter-propaganda, counterintelligence (CI), and electronic protection.  These activities were judged to be inappropriate due to the requirement for on-site participation, training and operations associated with their execution.

Objective:    To provide the Joint Reserve Program Manager with project and  operations analysis support to the Joint Reserve Program and JRVIO, JWRAC.

5. SCOPE OF WORK:  The JRVIO/JWRAC will assist DISA in coordinating, 

directing, planning and executing the defense of information, information systems and computer networks comprising the Global Information Grid (GIG) form strategic and localized CNA and Computer Network Exploitation (CNE).  This mission includes the coordination of DOD defensive actions with non-DOD government agencies and appropriate private organizations.
