2.  Order Title – Combatant Command Information Assurance Operations Reviews and NATO Coalition Support
3.  Background:  As manager of the Defense Information Infrastructure (DII), the Defense Information Systems Agency is charged with securing the adequate protection of the DII against information attacks and Information Warfare (IW).  The DII extends from the national level, through the commanders of the Combatant Commands, through the Combatant Command’s sub-unified commands, joint task forces, component commands, and supporting organizations and agencies to individuals. Fulfilling this responsibility includes developing an integrated DOD-wide protection and operational restoration capability to counter security threats to, incidents within, and attacks on DOD information technology.  Part of this development necessarily includes advising and assisting users and operators of the DII.  This advice and assistance will include an independent evaluation, based on national and DOD-level Information Assurance (IA) requirements; the procedures and practices as they are implemented by the combatant commands, including their sub-unified commands, joint task forces, component commands, and supporting organizations and agencies, to ensure their adequacy; to provide a measurement and training tool to determine the defending force’s readiness; and to provide a basis for planning and programming needed improvements.  

An additional mission of the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) Field Security

Operations (FSO), is to provide security policy direction, guidance, and direction to the Department of Defense and the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), the Partnership for Peace.  In accomplishing this mission, representatives from the FSO’s International team assesses and ensures security compatibility and interoperability among the U.S. Department of Defense (DOD) security requirements, processes, and products with the member nations and organizations of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization, the Partnership for Peace initiative, and coalition based initiatives.  This assistance ensures a consistent and compliant path leading to the certification and accreditation of computers, systems, and networks, by providing and developing information system security strategies, design, security guidance, and measures that validate and enforce that minimum security requirements and standards of the DOD and International bodies, i.e., NATO, have been met.

3.1.  Authority.  The Assistant Secretary of Defense for Command, Control, Communications, and Intelligence (ASDC3I), directed the establishment of the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) Information System Security (INFOSEC) Task Force.  One recommendation from this task force was to institutionalize the required security control process via the DISA Field Security Operations (FSO), OP7, at Letterkenny Army Depot, Chambersburg, PA.  The restrictions of budget and personnel available within DOD preclude accomplishment of subject effort completely "in-house".  Contractor information assurance (IA) technical support is necessary to supplement Government efforts to reduce security risks to DISA information systems and the communications infrastructure.

3.2.  Previous Work.  The requested work outlined in this Task Order directly relates to, and builds on, completed work under the following contracts: DCA 200-00-D-5017, Task Orders 0014 and 0021.

4.  Objectives:  Provide technical support for DISA customers to include, but not be limited to the Combatant Command locations, DISA, and other Federal Government agencies to obtain and maintain accreditation, and continuously enhance overall site security.  In addition, this Task Order delineates contractor support in assuring that U.S., DOD, and the intelligence sharing capabilities with the NATO and coalition information systems and technology are secure and meet applicable certification and accreditation requirements.  Thus, the overarching objective of this task order is to ensure a consistent and compliant path leading to the accreditation of computers, systems, and networks, by providing and developing information system security strategies, design and evaluation guidance, and measures that validate and ensure that the security requirements and standards of this common body have been met.

The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DISA and DOD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines, such as:

equivalent certification will be acceptable, but must be followed up by completion of the FSO

Certification.  The Government will provide the training materials, laboratory environment, and the test to enable compliance with this requirement.  Classroom attendance in Government conducted training will be made available.

The contractor shall ensure that all contractor personnel conducting penetration testing have successfully completed the FSO ISS Scanner Certification and Check-ride.  The FSO ISS Scanner Certification, and Check-ride must be obtained by 15 December 2003 for contractor personnel already assigned to this task order.   For all new contractor personnel, the FSO ISS Scanner Certification and Check-ride must 

be completed no later than ninety days (90) following assignment to perform work.  During this period of 90 days, either an industry or other DOD agency equivalent certification will be acceptable, but must be followed up by completion of the FSO Scanner Certification and Check-ride.  The Government will provide the training materials, laboratory environment, and the test to enable compliance with this requirement. The contractor shall ensure that all contractor personnel conducting Secret and Below Interoperability (SABI) Joint Vulnerability Assistance Program (JVAPs), are trained and certified on the applicable Guard, and have passed a Check-ride, prior to the assignment of the individual to perform work.
Any contractor personnel who fails any of the above certification tests shall be removed from this task order.  The contractor shall be responsible for any retraining expenses required by the individual to meet these requirements.  A revised resume showing in detail the retraining actions must be submitted and approved before an individual can be reinstated.

6.2   Task 2 - Information Assurance Reviews.   The Information Assurance (IA) Components pictured below depicts the various IA reviews that Field Security Operations (FSO) performs in support of DISA and DISA customer requirements.  The IA Review specifically evaluates the security readiness of the various DOD activities and the ability of the various responsible organizations to properly protect DOD information resources and assets from attack and/or compromise.  The IA process consists of several components:  the ST&E, the Compliance Validation, and the Enclave Certification.   Each component entails a specific set of processes in order to accomplish the entire mission.

Information Assurance (IA) Components

An IA Review entails some or all of the components listed above.  The IA Review workload defined in this SOW is for IARRs (Information Assurance Readiness Reviews) Technical SRRs, Compliance Validations, Risk Assessments, System Security Authorization Agreements (SSAAs), Penetration Testing, Traditional SRRs, and SABI JVAPs. The report will, at a minimum, identify the location, name of the system/platform tested with IP addresses (as directed), the findings (security vulnerabilities and shortfalls), the requirement that the vulnerability or findings are identified from, and the recommended mitigating controls.

The contractor shall review information assurance operations and readiness in the Combatant Commands, their subordinate commands, Sub-Unified Commands, Joint Task Forces, Component Commands, and Supporting Organizations, Agencies, and DISA activities.  In conducting IARRs, the contractor shall analyze IA operations requirements, conduct Survey Visits, conduct On-Site Reviews, and provide follow-on support as required.  Prior to an IARR, the contractor shall identify required IA capabilities based on existing DOD and CJCS policy, strategy, and plans. Recommendations implementation could be in the areas of training, certification of systems and network administrators, Secret and Below Interoperability, technical configuration control and security management and control, certification and accreditation, multi-level security devices, intrusion detection, audit monitoring, and the like. The operational, organizational, technical, traditional security, and functional IA areas will be identified that will be the focus of the on-site IARR.  In addition, a preliminary list of potential follow-on actions will be identified that might require long-term effort for resolution.  From these conclusions, the contractor shall develop a preliminary IARR program of actions and schedule that incorporates the Government’s requirements and the combatant command’s capabilities and desires.  This will be documented in a Survey Trip Report and conclusions incorporated into briefing and support material provided to the site. Nominally this requirement is an average of 10 survey visits annually.

6.2.5.  Component Breakout. The following is a description of the IA Review Sub-Components that make up SIPRNet and NIPRNet Compliance Validation (CV), Security Test and Evaluation (ST&E), and Enclave Certification Compliance):

6.2.5.1.  Subtask 2 - Penetration Testing.  The Penetration Tests are divided into two distinct areas – an internal and external network scan.  The contractor shall assemble a scanning “package,” which contains various approval forms and vital information necessary for successful and safe completion of a scan. The contractor shall utilize the current version of FSO Penetration SOP.   The standard Penetration Test will be conducted on-site behind whatever protective barrier the site has in place.  The external Penetration Test is usually performed from the VAAP room located at FSO.  There are occasions when this type of scan may originate elsewhere; i.e., on site connected outside the perimeter defense.  This external Penetration Test is designed to attempt penetrations from outside the protective devices installed by the target site.  A high level of coordination between the scanner and the respective Computer Emergency Response Team/Regional Computer Emergency Response Team (CERT/RCERTs) must be maintained in order for the scan to be successful.
6.2.5.2.  Subtask 3 - Technical Security Readiness Reviews.  The purpose of the SRRs is to evaluate the security readiness of the various DOD activities, as it relates to information systems security and the ability of the various responsible organizations to properly protect DOD information resources and assets from attack and/or compromise.  Some examples of technical SRRs are UNIX, Windows, OS/390, Network Infrastructure, Database, Web Services, etc.

To perform a Technical SRR, the contractor shall follow the appropriate STIG and Checklist, utilizing the current tool and following the procedures outlined in the SRR Process Guide for completing an SRR.  The analysis will include step-by-step procedures with technical justification required to resolve open SRR findings and/or other security vulnerabilities existing at a customer site.  The table below provides a current annual estimate of the number of reviews by technology requirement.    

6.2.5.3.  Subtask 4 - SABI JVAP.  The purpose of a SABI/JVAP is to evaluate the security posture of the SABI device.  
The JVAP is an SRR using checklists and procedures developed by DISA and NSA to assess specific configurations and operations of the guarding solution(s).  To perform a SABI JVAP the contractor shall follow the latest SABI JVAP administrative and the appropriate device checklist.

6.2.5.4.  Subtask 5 - Traditional Security Readiness Reviews.  The purpose of the Traditional Security review is to provide an overall, multi-disciplined assessment of the security posture of the organization.  These traditional elements include the following:  Personnel security, Information security, Physical security, Industrial security, Communications security, Emanations security, Counterintelligence, and Overall security management.  To perform a Traditional Security Review, the contractor shall follow procedures in the Traditional SRR Checklist.   

6.2.5.5.  Subtask 6 - System Security Authorization Agreement (SSAA) Review.  The contractor shall perform the activities as listed in the DISA Certification Guide including documentation gathering, completion of the SSAA (as outlined in the DITSCAP), performance of the certification checklist, and packaging of the certification recommendation for operating system environments, as well as designated applications.  The SSAA and checklist will be based upon completed SRRs, Traditional Security Reviews, Risk Assessments, SABI JVAP, and Penetration Tests, which will include but will not be limited to:

a. Review SSAA, where necessary, to identify areas and information required for certification recommendations and to validate against on-site observations.

6.2.5.6.  Subtask 7 - Risk Assessment.  A Risk Assessment is the process of analyzing threats to and vulnerabilities of an information system (IS) and the potential impact that the loss of information or capabilities of a system would have on national security. The resulting analysis is used as a basis for identifying appropriate and cost-effective measures.  To perform a Risk Assessment, the contractor shall follow the FSO Risk Assessment Guide.

6.3.  Task 3 - Related IA Analyses, Reports, and Briefings.  The contractor shall provide technical analyses and reports related to information assurance operations.  IA Reviews will identify trends and issues that will require additional analysis to resolve.  Analysis could be DOD-specific or could involve analysis for how the U. S. Government, commercial enterprises, or academia are dealing with current and emerging IA issues.  The technical analyses will not exceed five (5) in number.  The report of each analysis will not exceed 15 pages in length.  The technical reports and issue papers will not exceed five (5) in number.  Each report will not exceed 25 pages in length.  The briefings will not exceed ten (10) in number.  Each briefing will not exceed 40 pages in length.

6.4.  Task 4 - Related IA Support.  The contractor shall provide support to the combatant commands and their sub-unified commands, joint task forces, component commands, and supporting organizations, agencies, and DISA activities in order to enhance IA operations and readiness posture.  This related IA support could involve operational or technical IA areas.  This IA support will be specifically directed by the Government’s TM.

6.6.    Task 6 - NATO and Coalition Support.
6.6.1.  Subtask 1 - Specific Support.   The DISA FSO mission is to provide security policy direction and guidance and ensure security compatibility and interoperability among the U.S. DoD security requirements, processes, and products with the member nations and organizations of the NATO and other Coalition-based initiatives.  The objective is to ensure a consistent and compliant path leading to the accreditation of computers, systems, and networks by providing and developing information systems security strategies, design and evaluation guidance, and measures that validate and enforce security requirements and standards of this common body.

The contractor shall provide technical security expertise in DOD and NATO security policy, directives, and instructions.  This work includes, but is not limited to, analyses which ensure compliance with the security policies; assess the impact of integrated, interdependent, and interconnected DOD, NATO, and coalition local subscriber environments’ security posture and topology; assess security relevant documentation; and, preparing technical papers which provide the methodology and the results of these analyses.

The contractor shall provide support in researching DOD and NATO security certification and accreditation activities, prepare certification and accreditation technical papers which identify relevant policy, technical, and management issues.  The contractor shall also provide technical expertise to assess the security impact of NATO and coalition integrated information systems sharing U.S. information.  The contractor shall participate in pre- and re-accreditation activities by documenting strategies and lessons learned in technical papers, in technical briefings, and in appendices to existing documentation.

The contractor shall provide technical support in preparing U.S. representatives for DOD and NATO sponsored working groups.  This support will include assessment and analysis of NATO security policies and associated working papers, writing technical papers that analyze and discuss changes in NATO security policy, procedures, and technologies.  The contractor shall also assist by participating in a wide body of NATO and Allied security forums such as the Information Systems Security Sub-Committee and its associated ad hoc working groups and the Battlefield Information Collection and Exploitation System (BICES), and the BICES Security Accreditation Board (BSAB). This will include the participation in a BICES Risk Assessment as part of the Nation’s Review Team.  As a part of this overall assistance, the contractor shall assess proposed information, communications, and security architectures and recommended solutions to ensure adequate protection of U.S. information and compliance with DOD and NATO security requirements.  Finally, the contractor shall prepare detailed technical summaries of U.S. participation in the DOD and NATO sponsored working groups.  These summaries shall be delivered within 10 working days following the completion of the meetings.

As the directed or required by the Government TM, this support shall include related activities such as participation in DISA, NSA and multi-agency working groups, development and conduct of a pilot program, development of supporting documentation and policy, hacker and Red Team training, design and implementation of an IT environment to conduct Red Team activities, and other related activities.

7.  Place of Performance: 

7.1   Primary Place of Performance.  The contractor shall perform the majority of work for this effort at the Contractor’s facility.  The contractor shall require access to government facilities to access the SIPRNET-based web sites and to communicate with customer sites via the SIPRNET.

7.2   Travel.  Local travel within the National Capital Region and to Letterkenny Army Depot, Chambersburg, PA is required and authorized.  Travel will be required to the Combatant Commands and their sub-unified commands, joint task forces, component commands, supporting organizations and agencies, DISA Activities, and NATO locations. The Government will review for approval all travel orders under this TO prior to the travel taking place.  The Contractor shall provide an estimate of required travel to support this effort.
