2.  Order Title:  Information Assurance (IA) Education, Training and Awareness (ETA), Personnel Certification Training Support, Product Development & Update, and Professionalization Support. 

3.  Background:  The Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) OP74 has the mission to promote standardized DoD information assurance (IA) education, training, and awareness (ETA) throughout the Department.  In addition, OP74 has the task to support development of an IA career program within the DoD.  The purpose of this task is to obtain contractor support to IA ETA product development for customers DoD-wide.  Elements of the overall program are incorporated in the specific tasks and sub-tasks outlined in Section 6 below.  These tasks are consistent with the OP74’s DoD-wide mission, with the DISA Corporate Plan, and with the DISA IA Program Plan.

The mission of DISA’s IA Education, Training, Awareness and Products Team (OP74) is to develop products and provide analytic support to implement the DoD-wide IA ETA program.  The program consists of three elements: computer, web and classroom-based training and awareness product development; professionalization support; and training and awareness dissemination.  It is designed to promote IA awareness and skills throughout DOD, including agencies, Combatant Commands, and Combatant Command components.  The first goal is to standardize and enhance the IA knowledge and skills of information system owners, managers, technicians, and users across the Department.  The second goal is to support DoD outreach to civilian Departments and Agencies, and under PDD-63, to provide avenues for the products to reach the private sector.  The program for DoD provides:

· Development and dissemination of IA distributive computer and web-based training (CBT/WBT) products and traditional classroom training and awareness courseware -- supporting DoD-wide system administrator/user certification -- and thereby increasing the Department’s overall ability to operate and maintain secure information systems and networks. 

· Courseware evaluations, certification standards and criteria, certification performance-based and traditional tests, and databases to support implementation of the DoD IA personnel certification program. 

· Traditional classroom IA training of DoD IA courses for IA professionals, managers and users via mobile training teams. 

· Awareness products for managers, IA professionals and users regarding IA related threats, issues and emerging developments.

· ETA products supporting DoD-wide system administrator/user certification. 

· DoD level training for IA professionals, managers and users.

The DoD IA ETA program is essential to provide training courseware and awareness products for System Administrators, Information Assurance Officers (IAOs)/ Information Assurance Managers (IAMs), and other IA personnel and users, whom otherwise would not receive training due to the inability of DoD classrooms to accommodate the demand.  Training is built to national and DoD IA training standards, where they exist.  Basic products are computer, web, and classroom-based training and awareness courseware; tests, evaluations and databases that support the development and implementation of the DoD-wide IA personnel certification program, and the dissemination of IA training and awareness products via distributive training media.  These media include CD-ROM, the web, and delivery of classroom/platform instruction via mobile training teams.

4. Objectives:  This task supports key aspects of OP74’s mission to promote IA related ETA 

throughout the DoD. The goal is to provide baseline training and awareness to support the DoD IA personnel certification, with particular emphasis on the DoD IA front line of defense, and to standardize and enhance IA knowledge and skills of information system owners, managers, technicians and users.  The specific objective of this task is to provide technical personnel to instruct OP74’s hands-on UNIX and Windows NT Security courses at remote locations in CONUS and OCONUS, support the update of the course content and mobile classroom equipment/suites, and develop and/or update IA awareness computer and web-based training products.

5.  Scope:  This task will provide the technical instruction necessary to provide Level II IA training to System Administrators and IAOs/IAMs (formerly ISSOs/ISSMs).  In addition, it will provide the IA content and delivery media necessary to produce high-quality ETA products to a DoD and Federal-wide audience.  The contractor shall provide instructional system design, graphics design, multimedia programming and technical services supporting development, integration, and maintenance of IA ETA products throughout their lifecycle.  The contractor shall update the content of products and documents to maintain their currency with evolving DoD IA policy, threats, vulnerabilities, emerging issues, and new procedures or processes. This task requires close coordination and collaboration with the IA ETA and Products Team (OP74).  This team effort will result in continued superior IA ETA products as follows: 

· DoD IA ETA Project Officer Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) 

· Develop IA ETA Planning documents

· Provide IA technical instruction

· Develop and update IA ETA classroom courses and CBT/WBT products

Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

· Task Area 1: Policy, Planning, Process, Program and Project Management Support

· Task Area 4: Education, Training and Awareness, Certification and Accreditation and IA Support

6.  Specific Tasks:
6.1  Task 1.  Contract-Level and TO Management
The contractor shall host a Technical Interchange Meeting (TIM) to ensure a common under-standing between the contractor and the Government on the TO requirements.  The contractor shall also develop and deliver a Management Plan/Plan of Accomplishment (POA) describing the technical approach, organizational resources, and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance, and schedule requirements throughout TO executions.  In addition, the contractor shall provide the Government with Monthly Status Reports and the Government TM shall conduct Quarterly In-Progress Reviews, to determine the overall progress of the TO.

6.1.1  Sub-Task 1.1.  Integration Management Control Planning.  The contractor shall host a TIM, to ensure a common understanding between the contractor and the Government on the TO requirements, within ten (10) days after contract award.  Minutes of the TIM, along with briefing/supporting materials, shall be provided to the Government within five (5) working days after the meeting.  To further ensure this understanding and the effective execution of this Task Order, the Government TM shall conduct a formal In-Progress Review (IPR)/Project Briefing within 90 days of task award, and quarterly thereafter, with the contractor’s Task Order Program Manager and appropriate members of the technical team.  These IPRs will be conducted no less frequently than every 90 days, either in person or via teleconference, or a combination of both.  The purpose of these reviews/briefings will be to informally discuss progress, request assistance as required, and deal with issues raised during the execution of this TO.  The contractor shall document these meetings in Quarterly In-Progress Review Minutes, within five (5) working days after the meeting, and report the occurrence of these and any other meetings in the Monthly Status Reports.

Deliverable:  Technical Interchange Meeting (TIM), TIM Minutes and supporting written; 

          Quarterly IPR, Quarterly IPR Minutes and supporting written documentation 

6.1.2  Sub-Task 1.2.  TO Management.  The contractor shall develop and deliver a Management Plan/Plan of Accomplishment (POA), 30 days after award, describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance, and schedule requirements throughout TO executions.  The plan will include the description of management controls, key activity milestone, deliverables, schedules, assumptions, and other relevant information.  The contractor shall not proceed to commence the effort without the approved POA from the Government.  The contractor shall also provide the Government with a Monthly Status Report, within 10 working days after the end of the accounting period, outlining the accomplishments/contract deliverables during the month and containing the following information:

a. Projected estimated monthly hourly usage by Task Order

b. Projected estimated monthly cost of the Task Order

c. Actual monthly hourly usage by Task Order - Projected hourly usage by Task Order for the remaining period of performance

6.1.3  Sub-Task 1.3.  FSO Time Accounting System.  The contractor shall ensure that time utilized on each specific project, in support of the various FSO customers, is accounted for monthly by project in the FSO provided time accounting system and a report generated.  This report will be due 10 working days after the end of the accounting period.
Deliverable:  Monthly Time Accounting System Report
6.1.4  Sub-Task 1.4.  Duplication of Effort.  Ensure that there is minimum duplication of effort in the execution of all work specified in this SOW.  Build upon work previously accomplished by the Government, the contractor, or other contractors to the fullest extent practical.

6.1.5  Sub-Task 1.5.  Cooperation/Coordination with Other Contractors.  There may be multiple contractors (i.e. from more than one contract vehicle and/or company) supporting FSO and other DOD activities, tasked to work on the same or related activities.  The contractor shall work with these other contractors as required to accomplish Government requirements, goals, and objectives as efficiently and effectively as possible.  This may include, but is not limited to sharing or coordinating information resulting from the work required by this SOW or previous Government efforts, and/or working as a team to perform tasks in concert.

6.2  Task 2.  IA Personnel Certification Training Support
The contractor shall provide up to 3.5 full-time instructor equivalents (FTEs).  The instructors must be experienced trainers with subject matter expertise in the operating system they will teach, and a demonstrated track record of providing hands-on UNIX and Windows NT security courses.  

6.2.1  Sub-Task 2.1.  Classroom Instruction & Courseware Update.  The contractor shall provide instructors to deliver OP74’s UNIX and Windows NT Security classroom training to various DoD locations.  For planning purposes, each of the two (2) five-day courses will be delivered at least once to each of the nine (9) Combatant Command HQ locations and four (4) sites in Guam, Japan, Korea, and Alaska.  As funding becomes available, other class locations may be added.  The specific schedule of courses will be determined by the Government.  The contractor shall ensure the continuity of instructors for the duration of this task order.  Instructors are considered key personnel and shall be approved by the Government prior to teaching.  Instructors must have current operational experience in the operating system they are instructing, and be up-to-date on real world situations and problems encountered by system administrators in military and civilian environments.  The instructors must maintain an above average rating on student course evaluations.  The instructor shall submit an After Action Report within five (5) days after the end of each course.  In close coordination with the Government, the contractor shall update the course instructor lesson plans and student training course guides.  The update will be based on their experience teaching the courses (reflected in the instructor after action reports), student evaluations and other relevant feedback from customers, and input from DoD subject matter experts.  The update will be accomplished at a point during the period of performance determined by the Government.  Depending upon demand and Combatant Command/DoD feedback, the update of the Windows NT course may entail moving the course to the next release of Windows.  It is anticipated, for planning purposes, that instructors may be on the platform up to 70%-80% of the time and that situations may arise when more than one session of each course must be scheduled at the same time, at different locations.

Classroom locations will be identified by the Government, and normally will be at Government sites.  Master copies of student materials will be provided by the Government.  The contractor shall be responsible for making sufficient copies of the student materials and shipping them, as well as OP74’s mobile classroom equipment/suite, to the training site.  The contractor instructors also will support asynchronous web delivery of the UNIX and Windows WBT courses as part of the DoD Distance Learning (DL)/Electronic-Learning (E-Learning) initiative.

6.2.2  Sub-Task 2.2.  Mobile Classroom Equipment Update, DoD IA Personnel Certification Web-Based Training Server, and Associated Training Equipment 

The contractor shall identify the required laptop equipment needed to upgrade the UNIX and Windows mobile classrooms.  The contractor shall also configure the laptops to allow for the instruction of courses identified in 6.2.1 Sub-Task 2.1.   

Part of the DISA mission is to support the delivery of classroom training to the Combatant Commands, Services, and DoD agencies, as well as to leverage technology to enhance delivery of web-based training on-line.   In respect to this requirement, the DISA Field Security Operations (FSO) Training Branch has been tasked by the DoD-wide Information Assurance Program (DIAP) to purchase a server, peripheral equipment, and mirror system for the Information Assurance Support Environment (IASE), to be used in support of our training mission.  

Therefore, the contractor shall procure the hardware platforms, laptops, and associated items necessary to support the IA mission and the implementation of a web-based and classroom training delivery capability.  

The contractor will provide a Product Purchase Report, as part of the Monthly Status Report.

6.3  Task 3.  IA Product Development & Update

All product design will be approved by the Task Monitor (TM) and follow the DISA OP74 (formerly IPMO) CBT Style Guide, of which the contractor shall support the update, unless a waiver is obtained from the TM.  The contractor shall make maximum reuse of existing media and tools (such as the automated IA Glossary) when updating IA training products.  Testing will be required for products supporting IA certification.  

6.3.1  Sub-Task 3.1.  CBT/WBT Product Development & Update.  The objective of this sub-task is to engineer IA and INFOSEC related multimedia ETA products on a variety of presentation media.  The contractor shall develop high-quality multimedia computer and web-based training (CBT/WBT) ETA products that are interactive.  These multimedia training and awareness products shall be refreshed and tailored to ensure they continue to reflect the evolving nature of IA and current technology.  It is anticipated that all will use a combination of still photography, text, animation, and audio.  For planning purposes, Level II or III web-delivered media is anticipated. 

The contractor shall, as necessary, evaluate and update current products, analyze and research imagery sources (e.g., news services) for appropriate visual images and audio sound bites to enhance the message conveyed in the training and awareness products.  The number of  multimedia training products and the duration of each individual product will be determined by the subject matter and the Government.  For planning purposes, the estimated duration of each of the required products is indicated in parens as follows: 

· IA for Legal Personnel WBT (5 hrs)

· System Defender, version 1.1, WBT (4 hrs)

The products shall be web-based, DII compliant, and beta tested on the DISA net (Windows NT 4.0), as well as other Windows based operating systems and Service Packs commonly used by DoD components (e.g.,Windows NT, Service Pack 3, 4, 5 etc.; Windows 2000), as part of the development and test process.  Assuming a testing mechanism is available via the DoD DL/E-Learning initiative, the contractor will test the products to verify the extent of its compliance with the Shareable Courseware Object Reference Model (SCORM).  The intent is for the WBT to be delivered via the Internet or an Intranet, with or without instructor support.  Due to the emergent nature of the SCORM, the contractor’s technical proposal may address alternatives to achieve the desired flexibility of delivery.  The product should also be capable of being run using a variety of customer learning management systems (LMS), or without LMS, and shall be in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), Section 508.

Deliverable:  CBT/WBTs; 5 copies of each title on CD-ROM

6.4  Task 4.  IA Professionalization Support 
The contractor shall develop white papers with recommendations for new IA training products and product updates based on OP74’s mission, DoD IA personnel certification requirements, and emerging IA threats, vulnerabilities, countermeasures, policy, processes and procedures.   Additionally, the contractor shall prepare a Distance Learning (DL)/E-Learning CONOPS/Roadmap for moving DISA products on line.  In this effort, the contractor shall recommend methods for establishing a DL/E-Learning capability that incorporates a fully integrated learning management system (LMS) to include testing, reporting, and on-line instructor/mentor capabilities.  The contractor shall also attend DL/E-Learning related conferences, in support of this effort, as directed by the TM.

Deliverable:  White Papers, DL/E-Learning CONOPS/Roadmap
7.  Place of Performance: 

7.1  Primary Place of Performance.  The contractor shall perform the work for this task at the Contractor’s facility when not delivering the courses at government locations worldwide. 

7.2  Travel.  The contractor will be required to travel locally in the Metropolitan Washington DC and Northern Virginia areas.  Significant short-term (1-14 days) CONUS/OCONUS travel is required to conduct training classes.  For planning purposes, this travel, as tasked by the TM, includes for one  (1) person for each class (UNIX and Windows NT Security), five (5) days each  (excluding travel, classroom setup and tear down) for each of the nine (9) Combatant Command HQ locations (Tampa FL, Miami Fl, Norfolk VA, Colorado Springs CO, Omaha NE, St Louis MO, Honolulu HI, Stuttgart, GE) plus Guam; Seoul, Korea; Tokyo, Japan; and Alaska. In addition, the contract may be required to travel to FSO, Chambersburg, PA for Quarterly In-Progress Review meetings.

The Government will review for approval all travel orders under this TO, prior to travel taking place.   

Travel to additional locations other than those specified above may be added, including travel to DL/E-Learning related conferences, subject to the availability of funding and TM approval.

10.  Security:  While it is anticipated that the content of all OP74 ETA training classes and products developed or updated via this task order will be unclassified, access to classified information may be required up to the level of SECRET.  The contractor shall follow the standards established in DoD 5200.2-R, DoD Personnel Security Program.  DoD 5200.2-R requires DoD military and civilian personnel, as well as DoD consultant and contractor personnel, who perform work on sensitive automated information systems (ISs) be assigned to positions which are designated as one of two sensitivity levels (ADP-I or ADP-II).  These designations equate to Critical Sensitive and Non-Critical Sensitive.  The contractor will assure that individuals assigned to the following sensitive positions, as determined by the Government, have completed the appropriate forms.  All individuals must be U.S. citizens.  Programming personnel must meet the requirements for ADP-II designation.  Contractor instructors and personnel working in Government spaces, if any, will require SECRET clearances.  

The required sensitivity level investigations will be initiated prior to the assignment of individuals to sensitive duties associated with the position.  The contractor will forward their employee clearance information (completed SF 85P, Questionnaire for Positions of Public Trust; and two DD Forms 258, Fingerprint cards) to:

DISA retains the right to request removal of contractor personnel, regardless of prior clearance or adjudication status, whose actions while assigned to this contract clearly conflict with the interests of the Government. When and if such removal occurs, the contractor will, within five working days, assign qualified personnel to any vacancy created.
