1. SOW Title: White House Fixed Converged Network Project  

2. Background:
The Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) / White House Communications Agency (WHCA) is upgrading its current information technology infrastructure to better support its mission to provide premier communications systems that enable the President and the Presidential Staff to lead the nation effectively.  The upgrade of current systems and the integration of new systems have been designated as the Presidential Communications Upgrade.  The foundation requirement is to reduce complexity and improve service for all communications systems supported by the WHCA.   As part of the Presidential Communications Upgrade, WHCA is planning and implementing a major overhaul of several key nodal control areas within it umbrella of control.  One of these efforts is to converge data, voice and video. Converged Network technology has the potential to revolutionize current business processes within the Agency.

The new converged network will support high-speed integrated data, voice and video networking using Internet Protocol technology in accordance with Cisco’s AVVID guidelines.  Intended benefits include improved customer service, cost reduction, future flexibility and competitive innovation.  Multi-service network application services that will be possible include wired and wireless telephone and unified messaging, collaborative data sharing, and interactive and stored video from the desktop.

WHCA’s headquarters building is located on Anacostia Annex, Washington, D.C.  VOIP implementation would be for that building as well as other locations that WHCA supports to include the New Executive Office Building (NEOB), the Eisenhower Executive Office Building (EEOB), the White House Residence, and the Naval Observatory, all located in Washington DC.  Additional sites include Camp David Presidential Retreat, MD, detachments at Andrews Air Force Base, MD and in Arizona, and support to the Presidential Residence in Crawford, TX.

3. Objectives:
The objective of this SOW is to obtain the proper subject matter expert(s) (SMEs) in the planning, design, security, procurement, installation, configuration, implementation, documentation, training, deployment, operations, and support of converged data, voice, and video networks. 
4. Scope:

The scope of this SOW is to provide on-site and remote expertise on an as-needed basis for a period of one year with options to extend the support.

5. Specific Tasks: 

The contractor shall provide expert information technology support on an as-needed basis in WHCA’s implementation of a Converged Network to include but not limited to the following:
5.1 Planning:  The contractor shall support WHCA planning efforts, to include but not limited to review and comment on Concepts of Operations, strategies, employment plans, etc.  The contractor shall also interface with other contractors and WHCA personnel, attend meetings, and provide recommendations on planning associated with the WHCA converged network.
5.2 Design/Security Considerations:  The contractor shall support design reviews meetings and review designs on an as-needed basis.  The contractor shall use its expertise to make recommendations on converged network designs to support WHCA goals and requirements.
5.3 Procurement:  The contractor shall support and review Bills of Material, procurement documentation as required to ensure WHCA is procuring equipment that supports its goals and requirements.
5.4 Installation, Configuration, Implementation:  The contractor shall support WHCA and its contractor’s installation, configuration, and implementation of a converged network on an as-needed basis.  The contractor shall provide insights and recommendations on approaches, and support all associated efforts to ensure the converged network meets WHCA’s goals and requirements.
5.5 Documentation, Training:  The contractor shall review WHCA and its contractor’ documentation and training approaches for accuracy, completeness, and to ensure it meets WHCA’s goals and requirements.  The contractor shall interface with WHCA training personnel and their contractors to support development of training programs, information, manuals, etc associated with the converged network and its capabilities.
5.6 System Deployment:  The contractor shall provide advice and recommendations on strategies and approaches for converged network deployment to ensure operations are maintained with minimal impact to customers.  
5.7 Operations Support/Administration/Maintenance: The contractor shall provide support post-deployment operations, administration, and maintenance on an as-needed basis.
6. Place of Performance:  Place of performance are the sites identified in paragraph 2 above,  on an as-needed basis; notification for meetings required on-site will be provided one week in advance as possible.  All travel must be authorized by the government point of contact identified above.  Remote support will also be provided from the contractor’s normal place of business.  For estimating purposes, vendor should provide costs for six trips per year from normal place of business to the Washington DC area.  Actual costs will be submitted upon completion of travel.  
7. Period of Performance: Base Period: one-year period with a 1-year option.  
8. Deliverable/Delivery Schedule: Information to be provided on an as-needed basis
9. Security:  The contractor shall provide personnel with a Top Secret clearance.
10. Other Pertinent Information or Special Considerations:  This requirement will be awarded as a Time-and-Materials contract.  
11.  Since the vendor will have access to other vendor proposals, contractor personnel will be required to sign a non-disclosure agreement.
