2.  Task Order Title.  Cross Domain Engineering Support.

3.  Background.   The mission of the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA), Cross Domain Engineering (CDE) Branch is to support the Information Sharing Services Center, the Chief Information Assurance Executive, and DISA customers by providing life cycle support for the DISA CDE product line, i.e. the Command and Control Guard (C2G), Trusted Data Exchange Guard (TDX), and other CDE technologies both government off-the-shelf (GOTS) and commercial off-the-shelf (COTS). The DISA CDE product line provides controlled, secure, accredited, and interoperable information transfer and network defense capabilities for the Department of Defense (DoD) which enable the exchange of data between network enclaves of different security levels.  The CDE product line is based upon the DigitalNet XTS-300 hardware and the Secure Trusted Operating Program (STOP) Operating System.

4.  Objectives.    The CDE Branch requires software and systems engineering and information assurance technical expertise to provide engineering baseline, target architecture identification and transition planning in support of the CDE architecture.  This effort will support the implementation of a recent addition to the CDE product that will serve multiple customers simultaneously.

Under the Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff Instruction (CJCSI) 6211.02, “Defense Information System Network (DISN): Policy, Responsibilities and Process,” the CDE also has responsibility for operating consolidated cross domain solutions and, as the Cross Domain Implementation Office (CDIO), for implementing standard cross domain solutions, developing a robust cross domain fielding capability, and developing and maintaining a quick response capability.

A recent addition to the CDE product line is a long-term integrated cross-domain solution, consisting of one or more integrated cross domain capabilities implemented at a regional location (e.g. Defense Enterprise Computing Center (DECC), or a Network Operations and Security Center (NOSC)) that serve multiple customers simultaneously.  Through an agreement between the customer and the CDIO, CDE serves as the service provider.  CDE has an agreement with the regional hosting site for system administration and other support requirements.  

To accomplish its mission, the CDE Branch uses multi-disciplinary, matrixed service delivery teams (CDE Teams) that integrate civilian, military, and contractor personnel under the leadership of a government civilian or military member.

As part of DISA’s ongoing transformation, senior management continues to place high emphasis upon the effective and efficient use of available resources to provide world-class customer service for all DISA customers, both external and internal. Thus, the primary goal of this effort is to ensure that DISA customers receive high quality products and services at the lowest reasonable cost, i.e. best value.  The CDE team progress towards this goal, including collection of formal cost, schedule, and performance metrics, will be measured and tracked by DISA. It is, therefore, the intent of this statement of work to encourage the use of cost containment, cost reduction, and cost avoidance strategies, particularly in the area of lab operations (if applicable) and contract/project management, in order to maximize the resources available for use in providing direct support to DISA’s CDE customers.

5.  Scope.   The scope of this SOW is to provide CDE with a comprehensive plan and architecture  (baseline, target and transition plan) that will enable the transition and implementation of a cross-domain service to support multiple, simultaneous customers.  Additionally, project management and software and systems engineering support are required.  The system architecture shall be based on the existing Cross Domain Service Strategy. The Cross Domain Service Strategy includes:

· A business case and plan for Integrated Solution engineering, development, certification, accreditation, maintenance, sustainment, help desk, and cost throughout for fielding a set of integrated cross-domain solutions and,

· A feasibility study for the number of customers that could be serviced with one integrated solution set to include upper and lower bounds and the limits of the technologies integrated.

The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines, such as Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN) and Shared Data Environment (SHADE).  Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

· Task Area 1 - Policy, Planning, Process, Program and Project Management Support
· Task Area 2 - Standards, Architecture, Engineering and Integration Support
6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1 - Task 1 - Contract-Level and Task Order Management.
6.1.1 - Subtask 1 - Integration Management Control Planning.  The contractor shall provide Project Management, (Technical Task Order level), and such related oversight and functional activities at the Contract Level as are necessary to manage the execution of this statement of work (SOW). The contractor shall provide accurate and timely cost and schedule tracking information, relative management data and Task Order reporting as necessary for the successful oversight of this Task Order. The contractor shall use a standardized and consistent set of business processes and practices to execute this statement of work, including effective and efficient, centralized support for administrative, clerical, technical writing/editing/review functions, to ensure delivery of high quality deliverables while, at the same time, minimizing cost and schedule. 

The contractor shall implement cost containment, cost reduction, and cost avoidance measures. The contractor shall use disciplined engineering and project management processes and methods to control and/or eliminate cost drivers, e.g. requirements creep, uncontrolled schedule changes, etc.

6.1.2 - Subtask 2 - The contractor shall provide a Monthly Status Report (MSR) that includes an overall project status and evaluation. The MSR shall be submitted in the format provided by the government and shall include updated and detailed project funding and cost data. It shall identify major accomplishments; provide a detail of deliverables submitted during the reporting period, and list meetings attended (who attended, the role the attendee played, where the meeting was held, any actions assigned, etc.). The MSR shall also include a schedule identifying activities in progress, and planned activities for the upcoming 30 days. The MSR shall include a labor hour matrix, detailing each employee (by name and labor category) and the hours each worked vs. planned hours, (and shall also annotate justification for variances over 10%). The contractor shall identify and document in its MSR opportunities to implement cost containment, cost reduction, and cost avoidance strategies. The MSR is to include any risks identified and their associated mitigations. It is to document lessons learned and is to provide suggestions for process improvements, when applicable. The MSR shall include such other reporting categories as are required/requested by the TM/ATM. 

The contractor shall provide input to the agenda for the In Progress Reviews (IPRs) NLT three (3) business days in advance of the scheduled meeting.   The purpose of these meetings shall be to discuss the contractor’s task execution and management including schedule, performance, and technical issues. For each IPR, the contractor shall provide summary-meeting minutes in government-provided format, including a list of action items and decisions, NLT five (5) business days after the meeting. The contractor shall schedule a face-to-face IPR no less frequent than every 14 days with the appointed Government TM/ATM. The contractor shall report the occurrence of the IPRs and any other meetings in the MSRs.  The contractor’s Task Order Manager shall attend IPRs. Other personnel shall attend at the request of the government or as approved in advance by the government TM/ATM.

6.1.2 Deliverable 1 -  Monthly Status Report (MSR)

6.2 - Task 2 - Standards, Architecture, Engineering and Integration Support 

6.2.1 – Subtask 1 – Baseline Architecture.  The contractor shall provide technical engineering expertise and support in the identification of the baseline architecture that currently exists for implementation of a cross-domain service.  The baseline architecture is to serve as the technical blueprint which will be used as the foundation for designing, building, installing, customizing, and testing the cross-domain service and will be the technical basis for identifying any further infrastructure that may be required in order to successfully transition the current baseline architecture to the future cross-domain service architecture. 
6.2.1 Deliverable 1 – Primary Baseline Architecture 
The contractor shall provide a baseline architecture (documents and figures) NLT  one hundred and eighty five (185) calendar days after contract award.

6.2.2 – Subtask 2 – Target Architecture.  The contractor shall design a target architecture that addresses the desired relationships between the agency's mission, business processes and the supporting cross-domain service. It shall contain target descriptions of the business models, information flows, applications, data, and supporting technology. The target architecture will include models, standards, and guidance in the use of best practices. The contractor shall design a target architecture that provides: 

· An integrated and comprehensive technical solution that satisfies all requirements and specifications. 

· Detailed application architecture guidelines for the cross-domain service. 

· Any service customizations required for implementation and a description of related systems with which the cross-domain service must communicate or integrate. 

· A description of the overall service parameters including initial capacity, network topology and layout, configuration management, capacity enhancement, security management, client support and business continuity.

· Any related applications that are required as part of the cross-domain service solution.

· Consistency with the target GIG architecture.

6.2.2 Deliverable 1 – Target Architecture
The contractor shall provide a target architecture (documents and figures) NLT  one hundred and eighty five (185) calendar days after contract award. 

6.2.3 – Subtask 3 – Transition Planning.  To support cross-domain business transformation, the contractor shall develop a Transition Plan to serve as a guide that charts the course between the baseline and target architectures. The goal of the transition plan shall be to move to the future business environment in a cost effective, efficient, and timely manner, while minimizing the impact of the transition on current operations, organizations, and personnel. To that end, the transition plan shall identify the critical elements of the transition and recommend roles and responsibilities for achieving transformation. The plan shall serve as the basis for the development of future implementation plans by those who will manage and implement the cross-domain service architecture.  The details of the transition plan are to include specific additional cross domain solutions, (i.e., DII, Radiant Mercury, etc.) besides the C2G/TDX in the Service Center.

6.2.3 Deliverable 1 – Transition Plan
The contractor shall provide the transition plan NLT  () one hundred and eighty five (185) calendar days after contract award. 

6.2.4  Documentation Review

6.2.4.1 – Subtask 1 – Concepts of Operations (CONOPS).  The CONOPS provides a high-level overview of the Proof of Concept for the cross domain service offering operations and processes.  The proof of concept is a small-scale rollout of the proposed cross domain service offering model.  More information on the proposed cross domain service offering model can be found in the Cross Domain Service Strategy document written by Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) Cross Domain Implementation Office (CDIO) (GE53).  Though this document will expand as the cross domain service offering evolves to incorporate new guarding technologies, additional guard installations at new service centers, and as the customer base increases, it currently addresses the C2G guarding solution architecture only. The contractor shall review the provided CONOPS and submit recommendations for improvements, enhancements or changes in the conceptual approach.

6.2.4.1 Deliverable 1 – Revised CONOPS
The contractor shall provide the revised CONOPS NLT  () one hundred and eighty five (185) calendar days after contract award.

6.2.4.2 – Subtask 2 – Strategy   The Cross Domain Service Strategy (e.g., guarding solutions) provided addresses the business model for engineering, development, testing, validation, certification, accreditation, installation, maintenance, life-cycle sustainment, help desk support, and lifecycle cost for fielding a set of integrated cross-domain solutions at multiple service centers as a service to multiple customers.  The contractor shall review the proposed strategy and provide recommendations for improvements, enhancements or changes in the planned implementation approach.

6.2.4.2 Deliverable 1 – Revised Strategy

The contractor shall provide the revised strategy NLT () one hundred and eighty five (185) calendar days after contract award.

7.  Place of Performance.  The contractor shall perform the majority of work for this Task Order at the contractor facility.  Local travel within the NCR is required and authorized.  TDY travel will be required to other government and industry locations CONUS and OCONUS for information gathering purposes.  The TM/ATM will review for approval all travel orders under this TO prior to the travel taking place.  The Contractor shall provide an estimate of required travel to support this effort.  All travel will be in accordance with the Joint Travel Regulations and their prevailing rates.
