2.  Task Order Title.  United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM) Global Command, Control, Communications and Computer Systems (C4S) Coordination Center (GCCC) support.

3.  Background.  USTRANSCOM has oversight responsibility for all Defense Transportation System (DTS) automated information systems (AIS) and all voice, data, and video networks and systems that support USTRANSCOM’s mission.  To insure effective mission realization and enable proactive planning, Commander, USTRANSCOM identified requirements for a cohesive, enterprise-wide view of Command, Control, Communications and Computer Systems (C4S) capabilities supporting the Defense Transportation System (DTS) to be available on a 24x7 basis.  USTRANSCOM executes this oversight responsibility through the GCCC.  

The GCCC provides information assurance to USTRANSCOM customers by monitoring, coordinating outage resolution, and reporting status of the DTS in support of USTRANSCOM. GCCC provides visibility on information availability through its supporting pillars of Information Protection, Information Operations, Network Management and Service Assurance.  The GCCC Duty Controller (DC), in concert with the GCCC Duty Officer (DO), ensures coordinated command-wide IA operations when a significant IA event occurs.  GCCC personnel ensure proactive responses to incidents and increased awareness of the performance of the DTS AIS.  They work to reduce or minimize the impact of incidents through coordination of timely resolution and up-channel reporting.

4.  Objectives.  The contractor will perform the functions of GCCC DC.  DC functions include, but are not limited to, monitoring operational command and control (C2) systems and coordinating the status of USTRANSCOM Components systems and providing situational awareness reports to USTRANSCOM management.  DC is responsible for coordinating and reporting all information associated with the DTS automated information systems (AIS) operations as specified within the GCCC standard operating procedures.  This position is a highly visible position with responsibility for receiving detailed technical information associated with DTS AIS, assimilating the information, and reporting coherent and relevant details to senior executive managers.  This position also has a direct interface responsibility with general/flag level officers.  

The contractor will perform the functions of GCCC Strategic Planner.  This individual will serve as a USTRANSCOM’s expert on all aspects of GCCC operations to include developing and maintaining strategic plans, identifying current and future operational requirements, assessing policy needs and developing policies to govern GCCC activities.  This position is considered a senior member of the GCCC team to include military, civil service, and contractor personnel, supporting the development and sustainment of GCCC plans, policy, and operations.

5.  Scope.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines, such as Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN) and Shared Data Environment (SHADE).  Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

· Task Area 1 - Policy, Planning, Process, Program and Project Management Support
· Task Area 4 - Education, Training and Awareness, Certification and Accreditation and

6.  Specific Tasks.
6.1 - Task 1 - Contract-Level and Task Order (TO) Management.
6.1.1  Subtask 1 - Integration Management Control Planning.  Provide the technical (task order level) and functional activities at the Contract Level needed for the Program Management of this SOW. Include productivity and management methods such as Quality Assurance, Progress/status reporting, and Program Reviews at the Contract and Task Order level. Provide the centralized administrative, clerical, documentation and related functions.

6.1.2  Subtask 2 - TO Management. Prepare a TO Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution.  Provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, progress/status reporting, and program reviews applied to the TO.

6.2  Task 2 - Support USTRANSCOM GCCC Operations. 

6.2.1  Subtask 1 - Maintain up-to-date information assurance (IA) situational awareness and respond to C4S events.  

6.2.1.1  Contractor will respond to phone and email inquiries regarding a variety of C4S events to include scheduled/unscheduled outages and software/hardware upgrades.  Accept notifications from the HQ USTRANSCOM community, USTRANSCOM component commands, other combatant commands, and other global DOD customers regarding problems or questions concerning selected automated systems or services.  The calls and email will address both unclassified and classified situations.  They will encompass concerns pertinent to communications and the local area networks, hardware, software, email, information assurance incidents and specific applications.  Contractor will work with GCCC DO and IA analysts to identify and correlate problems affecting USTRANSCOM customers.  

6.2.1.2  Contractor will professionally answer the phone, listen and analyze the callers’ needs, identify customer/mission impact, log the information into an automated tracking system, and notify the appropriate technical element(s) to insure awareness, urgency, problems resolution or response.  Contractor personnel will provide telephonic support to facilitate basic problem resolution.  This assistance will include, but not be limited to email, directories/folders, standard Windows desktop applications, as well as hardware related concerns, printing and Internet access.  Basic user account administration functions - password reset and unlock of accounts - will also be performed.  Contractor personnel will continue tracking and reporting the status of the event through resolution.  Upon resolution, the contractor personnel will close the entry in the tracking system after verification with the originator, and notify appropriate parties of the final situational disposition.  Contractor personnel must be capable of effectively utilizing an automated trouble management system and accurately record all data received and forwarded.    The trouble management system will be a locally customized application using Remedy software.  

6.2.1.3  Contractor will act as the focal point for coordinating and monitoring outages.  This will included both scheduled maintenance, and unanticipated events occurring within HQ USTRANSCOM, its component commands, as well as those impacting the DTS mission - regardless of location.  Maintenance/outage activities include analyzing proposed activities regarding mission impact, articulating this to designated key staff elements, tracking their suspended feedback, then communicating tallied responses and concerns to the maintenance/outage proponent.  Additionally, the status of the maintenance activities will be made available to USTRANSCOM J6 staff and management on a near real time basis throughout coordination and execution.  Contractor Personnel will also develop and electronically distribute user notification statements throughout HQ USTRANSCOM on the above activities using non-technical terminology.
6.2.1.4  Contractor will also be expected to work with software tools that will be available to monitor, report computer network status, and serve as a knowledge base for problem resolution.  These tools include but are not limited to What’s Up Gold, BMC Patrol, and knowledge management software.  

6.2.1.5  Contractor will ensures an adequate and satisfactory turnover has been given to the oncoming/outgoing Duty Controller.  Discusses controversial issues or procedures with the Duty Officer to achieve agreement of opinion and objectives.  

6.2.2.  Subtask - 2 Provide Presentations, Updates, and Feedback on USTRANSCOM IA Operations and Planning Issues.  

6.2.2.1  Contractor will use USTRANSCOM’s web-based Information Assurance Common Operational Picture (IA COP) to provide real-time situational awareness of global C4 systems supporting USTRANSCOM’s mission.  Ensure that all events opened or closed in the automated tracking system are accurately reflected on the IA COP.  

6.2.2.2  Contractor will prepare daily reports as outlined in GCCC policies and procedures.  Also, ensure all reports/briefings located within the IA COP are posted/updated as outlined in the GCCC procedures.  Ensures the Duty Officer has most current status on events.  

6.2.3  Subtask 3 – Provide Strategic Planning and Procedure Development and Implementation Support.

6.2.3.1  The contractor will perform as the lead system analyst and provide technical expertise for the review, development, and consolidation of strategic, tactical, and operational plans.  The contractor will document the USTRANSCOM GCCC Global Information Grid Network Operations strategic plans.  As Project Manager will ensure all technical and non-technical projects meet stated requirements, are completed on time, and are inline with tactical and strategic objectives.

6.2.3.2  The contractor will plan, develop, analyze and interpret procedures and policies related to GCCC activities and required support to the USTRANSCOM Directorates.  Will continually assess policy needs and interprets broad DoD, USAF, and other higher headquarters guidance and integrate them into GCCC operations.  Required to keep abreast of changes in policy direction and assess impact on GCCC requirements.  Will conduct audits of processes and procedures, and identify gaps in the ability for the GCCC to smoothly execute functional tasks.

6.2.3.3  Contractor will coordinate with other Combatant Commander’s Theater and Global C4S Coordination Centers (GCCCs and TCCCs), Defense information Systems Agency (DISA) and USTRANSCOM J6 senior leadership on the development and documentation of Information Exchange Requirements (IERs) and Commander’s Critical Information Requirements (CCIRs).

6.2.3.4  The contractor will serve on local and external (DoD, Joint Staff, etc.) committees and working groups involved with future planning of global network operations and other areas affecting GCCC operations. Will lead and/or participate in discussions, meetings, conferences, committees or special GCCC projects.  Will consult with command officials, working groups, customers and other organizational personnel on GCCC current and future operational requirements.  The contractor is required to prepare reports encompassing long and short range recommendations, and present briefings covering recommendations for acquisition or changes in GCCC practices.  The contractor will maintain a professional relationship with technical and professional organizations and industry leaders to keep abreast of trends in technology and best practices.

6.2.4  Subtask 4 – Perform studies and establish plans of action for improving the efficiency and effectiveness of GCCC operations.
6.2.4.1  Contractor will evaluate USTRANSCOM GCCC’s operations, information technology, and capabilities.  Will conduct audits of GCCC operations and system development to ensure systems operate as intended and provide all necessary capabilities.  From those studies, the contractor will determine requirements and recommend best course of action along with proposed alternatives to ensure CCIRs, IERs and strategic objectives are met.

6.2.4.2  To ensure continuity of operations in the event of a disruption of operational and technical operations, the contractor will develop and manage the GCCC Continuity of Operations Plan (COOP), conduct business impact assessment, risk assessments, and establish system and operational recovery strategies.

6.3  Personnel Experience/Knowledge.  Contractor personnel shall have: 

6.3.1  Knowledge of conducting strategic planning and requirement sessions, and developing strategic planning and requirements documents.

6.3.2  Knowledge of computer systems and related computer concepts, principles, and practices related to DoD computer network operations and environment. 

6.3.3  Knowledge of related computer disciplines such as, systems, networks, communication lines, intrusion detection systems, firewalls, routers and current computer network defense reporting procedures. 

6.3.4  Experience with working multiple problems from tracking, prioritizing, coordinating resources through resolution and reporting.

6.3.5  Experience in working with proactive monitoring tools, identifying leading indicators to potential problems, and correlating multiple leading indicators for root cause.

6.3.6  Ability to interpret and develop policy, regulations, procedures and system processes. 

6.3.7  Ability to communicate effectively, both orally and in writing. 

7.  Place of Performance.  The effort required by this SOW will be performed on-site at Scott Air Force Base, IL 62225.

7.1.  The contractor must notify the TM in writing (e-mail preferred) of its intent to have an employee begin work at Scott AFB.

7.2.  In addition, contractor must comply with the requirements of Paragraph 10, Security. 

7.3  The contractor is not authorized to have an employee begin work at Scott AFB until contractor has received written notification from the TM that the employee has met all prerequisites, including all security-related prerequisites.

7.4  Immediately upon becoming aware of a contractor employee terminating employment for any reason (voluntary or involuntary, projected or after-the-fact), Project Managers are required to notify the TM.  

8.  Period of Performance.  

    a.  The base period of performance is 92 calendar days (01 Jul 2004 through 30 Sep 2004).  The contractor will provide on-site support for three (3) GCCC DC positions for the base period of performance.  Contractor staff  are expected to work 8-1/2 hour shifts during a 24-hour day.  The Government Task Monitor will determine the staffing levels required to augment current 24x7 staff support.. 

    b.  Options.  Three priced options of 365 calendar days each will be included in the resulting task order.  Requirement will expand to  eight (8)  DCs for the option periods.  Contractor staff are expected to work 8-1/2 hour shifts during a 24-hour day.  The Government Task Monitor will determine the staffing levels required to augment the current 24x7 staff support.  The current plan is to add DCs incrementally during the first option period; however, proposals should be based on 365-day option periods.  Option periods are as follows:

10.  Security.
