2.  Task Order Title.  Multi Level Secure Technical Threat and Vulnerability Pilot 

3.  Background.  

The Multi Level Secure (MLS) system being developed will enable access by multiple users from multiple networks with varying security clearances and need to know requirements.  The current infrastructure forces users to transfer information via an “air gap”. This prototype is an attempt to create a system architecture that will support the requirement for MLS without requiring multiple deployments or independent system high instantiations.

4.  Objectives.  
Provide I323 and its internal customers the ability to operate seamlessly within any number of classified domains and to provide data products back to the larger Intelligence Community and Department of Defense without the use of an “air gap” but within the classification restraints of the interconnected domains (i.e., NSANet, JWICS, SIPRNet). 

5.  Scope.   

Implementation shall adhere to an NSA certified/accredited design pursuant to the Protection Level 4 (PL4) requirements of the NSA/CSS Information Systems Certification and Accreditation Process (NISCAP) and DCID 6/3, coupled with a trusted computing base of currently evaluated EAL4 products in accordance with the Labeled Security, Controlled Access, and Role Based Access Control Protection Profiles of the Common Criteria.  The software developed under this task order will be J2EE compliant. The contractor shall supply a hardware and software architecture compliant with these requirements.  The contractor shall comply with the appropriate DoD-approved architectures, programs, standards and guidelines, such as Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Strategic Technical Guidance (STG), DII Common Operating Environment (COE), Defense Information Systems Network (DISN) and Shared Data Environment (SHADE).  Specific services addressed in this SOW are:

· Task Area 1 - Contract-Level and TO Management 

· Task Area 2 - Systems and Software Architecture Development

· Task Area 3 - Installation and Operations

6.  Specific Tasks.

6.1 - Task 1 - Contract-Level and TO Management.

6.1.1 - Subtask 1 - Integration Management Control Planning.  Provide the technical (task order level) and functional activities at the Contract Level needed for the Program Management of this SOW. Include productivity and management methods such as Quality Assurance, Progress/status reporting, and Program Reviews at the Contract and Task Order level. Provide the centralized administrative, clerical, documentation and related functions.

6.1.2 - Subtask 2 - TO Management. Prepare a TO Management Plan describing the technical approach, organizational resources and management controls to be employed to meet the cost, performance and schedule requirements throughout TO execution.  Provide a monthly status report monitoring the quality assurance, progress/status reporting, and program reviews applied to the TO (as appropriate to the specific nature of the SOW).

6.2 Task 2 – Systems and Software Architecture Development

6.2.1  - Subtask 1 – System Security Plan – Creation of certification and accreditation package in compliance with NISCAP and DCID 6/3 requirements for Protection Level 4 operations to the desktop. 

6.2.2  - Subtask 2 - Software Installation – purchase and installation of software and software development components.

6.2.3  - Subtask 3 - Application Migration – develop a web-based query tool to demonstrate near term success in deployment of MLS capabilities within NSA/IAD.  Develop a J2EE/PL4 compliant applications based on customer submitted System Requirements Specification and Detailed Design Document. The deliverables consist of source code, test plans, and installation scripts.

6.3 Installation and Operations

6.3.1 
Subtask 1 - For this pilot, two physical locations will accommodate the multi-level secure infrastructure; one which will be hosted at an NSA accredited SCIF and one at the customer site. Three pair of KG-175 TACLANE In-line Network Encryptors (INE) will be installed at each of the physical locations. These devices will provide bi-directional encrypted data transfer between sites using the NSANet as the transmission infrastructure.  

7.  Place of Performance.  

The work shall be performed at the contractor’s site. The contractor shall meet at the customer site monthly for a formal task order review status meeting. In general these meetings should not exceed 3 calendar days. For software development reviews, testing, and data gathering the travel will be from San Antonio, TX to Ft. Meade, Md.  Travel related to hardware installation and system deployment should only require local travel.
